Review: law = ‘nomos’ — any rule regulating conduct, requiring adequate authority and power vested in
a law-giver for its enforcement. However, it's use in the bible is much wider than common usage:

(a) written by the finger of God on tables of strone, they are the crystallization of the entire Law of
Moses, summarized by Christ as: “You shall love the Lord thy God with all your heart, and with all
your soul and with all your mind’, and second: ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself’

2. The Judgments (relative to social life of Israel)- re: slaves, personal injury, property rights,
various and sundry laws, Exo.

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ADDENDUM: More Points from L.S. Chafer, RE: Characteristics of Law

The human family had walked before God upon the earth for upwards of 2,500 years prior to the imposition of the law.
Thus it had been demonstrated that God is able to deal with men in the earth without reference to the law of Moses

The period between Adam to Moses: no law: sin was in the world from the seed of Adam, and death passed to all men
because all sinned. Death reigned, but sin wasn't imputed as there was no law [Rom 5:12-14]

The penalty of death (reigning) is now because of transgressing the law, but due to the inbred fallen nature of man. (e.g.:
innocent infants die, good people die...) None are delivered from physical death while Christ tarries to come again.

So, sin leading to death, the penalty reigns, but the “sinning”/ transgressions were not imputed without the giving of the law.

Why the Law then? It was added because of transgressions (3:19) to give sinning the augmented character of
transgressions, or show it to be actual disobedience. From the Fall of Man, sinning was always evil in the sight of God

The giving of the Law of Moses to Israel did not result in then becoming an obedient people; it rather proved their utter
sinfulness and helplessness.

The law was effective only as it turned the people to God for His mercy, thus being a “schoolmaster” or child trainer. This
‘training’ was immediately accomplished in: the sin-offerings which were provided typifying Christ’s sacrificial death.

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ADDENDUM: More Points from L.S. Chafer, RE: Characteristics of Law

Do we live under the law, then? No... ( Rom. 6:14) Jesus spoke of ‘His commandments’ “Love one another,
as | have loved you” etc. are not the law, nor any aspect of the law. Rather, they constitute entol€ : charges,
precepts, injunctions into the teachings of grace set forth by Christ

At most, they are the “law of love”, the “the perfect law of liberty”, or principles of grace.

The Jewish element in the early church was slow to abandon the law, and by the provisions of men, a
double standard was suffered to exist for a time: one: legality for the Jews, and the other: pure grace for the
Gentiles.

The Apostle Paul never countenanced the double standard, and the age-long covenant of works never
really yielded completely to the new teaching of pure grace to this day.

Though Paul boasted about his Jewish bona fides, He was saved by grace, and passed over onto new
ground ‘where there is neither Greek nor Jew, circumcision nor uncircumcision, Barbarian, Scythian, bond
nor free: but Christ is all, and in all (Col. 3:11). In Christ: the new creation is in view here.
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
