The Bible: The inspired, inerrant word of God
Here is the statement of doctrine on the Bible in the Holly Hills Bible Church Doctrinal Statement (http://www.hollyhillsbiblechurch.org/doctrinal-statement/):

The Bible – We believe that all the authors of the entire Old and New Testaments wrote by the guidance of the Holy Spirit (i.e., verbal inspiration). Those books are completely inerrant and infallible in the original writings. They are the final authority for faith and practice, and the means through which believers behold Christ (2 Timothy 3:16-17; 1 Peter 1:10-12; 2 Peter 1:20-21; 2 Corinthians 3:18; Galatians 1:11-17; 1 Thessalonians 2:13).
We are going to address the first two sentences in the above paragraph today, and the last sentence on January 26th.  
The Jews of biblical times did not refer to what we call the Old Testament books with that term, but instead used the term, “the Law and the Prophets” or some variation (Matthew 7:12; Acts 13:15; Romans 3:12).  The modern Jewish name for what we call the Old Testament is “the Tanakh” (Torah ("Teaching", also known as the Five Books of Moses), Nevi'im ("Prophets") and Khetuvim ("Writings").  So TaNaKh is a sort of acronym.  There are variations in the spelling.
The Bible, having been written by about 40 mostly Jewish authors over a period of about 1500 years, is a work superintended by God Himself.  The Bible provides us with some essential insights regarding the character of what God has revealed:
2 Timothy 3:16-17

All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in righteousness; 17 so that the man of God may be adequate, equipped for every good work.

The word ‘inspired’ in this pair of verses means ‘God-breathed’.  God worked in and through the individual personalities and personal histories of the authors of Scripture to produce the original writings of Scripture.  This does not refer to the writings of Scripture being ‘inspiring’ in a subjective sense, but rather that God is the source of what was written by the human authors.  Accordingly, the Bible is called ‘the word of God’ (Hebrews 4:12), the word of righteousness (Hebrews 5:13), and other terms.
The words, “All Scripture is inspired” tell us that Scripture is God-breathed not just here and there, but throughout all of Scripture.  The term “Scripture,” is used exclusively in the New Testament of the sacred writings, of some portion of the Bible.  It is sometimes used of the entire Old Testament (Matthew 22:29; Mark 14:49; Luke 24:45; John 10:35), and sometimes it is used of a specific passage (Matthew 12:10; Luke 4:21; John 13:8).  The authors of the New Testament were either apostles or were sponsored by an apostle.  The apostles knew that what they were writing was Scripture:

1 Corinthians 4:1

Let a man regard us in this manner, as servants of Christ and stewards of the mysteries of God.
“Let a man…” is literally, “A person must…”.  Paul had been entrusted with the mysteries of God.  A mystery is a truth not previously revealed, but now made known (Colossians 1:26).    

2 Peter 3:14-16

Therefore, beloved, since you look for these things, be diligent to be found by Him in peace, spotless and blameless, 15 and regard the patience of our Lord as salvation; just as also our beloved brother Paul, according to the wisdom given him, wrote to you, 16 as also in all his letters, speaking in them of these things, in which are some things hard to understand, which the untaught and unstable distort, as they do also the rest of the Scriptures, to their own destruction.
In this passage the apostle Peter refers to Paul’s writings as Scripture (verse 16), as well as the rest of Scripture.        

2 Timothy 3:16, 17 also tells us that the word of God is profitable for these constructive purposes and spiritual events and processes: 

· Teaching – in a personal or group context

· Reproof – this is the convicting ministry of the Holy Spirit, by the word of God

· Correction – setting the believer back on the right path and in fellowship with God

· Training in righteousness – training is consistent learning and application toward a specific direction.  In this case, it is “in righteousness” which is from the life of Christ. 

All of these are so that the man (anthropos: person, not just males) of God may be adequate, equipped for every good work.  This gives us further insight into the means of the equipping process centered in Ephesians 4:12:

Ephesians 4:11-13

And He gave some as apostles, and some as prophets, and some as evangelists,                   and some as pastors and teachers, 12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building up of the body of Christ; 13 until we all attain to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ.        
The pastors and teachers are to be equipping the believers in the body of Christ by means of the word of God, which will prepare them for “the work of the service” and “every good work”.

So 2 Timothy 3:16, 17 has told us about the ‘fact’ and the ‘what’ of inspiration.  2 Peter 1:20-21 will tell us about the ‘how’ and ‘by whom’ of inspiration:   

2 Peter 1:20-21

But know this first of all, that no prophecy of Scripture is a matter of one's own interpretation, 21 for no prophecy was ever made by an act of human will, but men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God.
The first part of this pair of verses tells us that the interpretation of Scripture is not to be done subjectively, nor as a manipulation of others by a smaller group or single person.  Scripture is to be interpreted objectively.  But the point to bring forward for our purposes here is that the human authors of Scripture were moved (literally, “carried along”) by the Holy Spirit in what they wrote, such that their words were as if spoken by God Himself.

So while we will see the individual personalities and personal histories of the authors of Scripture coming forth, what these men wrote ultimately came from the mind of God, expressing the message He intended to be written.  For about 40 authors writing over about 1500 years, we still see a common thread through all 66 books, because behind the human authors, God carried the authors along such that His intended message was conveyed.

So, in summary, we see that God breathed all of Scripture, by carrying along the authors of Scripture such that they expressed the message that God intended.  Another key point is that Scripture, in the original writings, is without error either spiritually or historically.  To put it simply, the Bible tells the truth, because God, who is Truth, loves us unconditionally. 
John 14:17

…that is the Spirit of [the] truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it does not see Him or know Him, but you know Him because He abides with you and will be in you.

John 15:26

"When the Helper comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, that is the Spirit of [the] truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify about Me…

John 16:13

"But when He, the Spirit of [the] truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth; for He will not speak on His own initiative, but whatever He hears, He will speak; and He will disclose to you what is to come. 

John 17:17

"Sanctify them in the truth; Your word is [the] truth."
2 Timothy 2:15

Be diligent to present yourself approved to God as a workman who does not need to be ashamed, accurately handling the word of [the] truth.
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
