o Jesus’ brothers did not believe in Him until after Christ was resurrected (John 7:5;
Acts 1:14).

e James and Jude, actually Jacob and Judas, were the authors of the New Testament
books by those names.

o The names James, Joses, Jude & Simon are given in Mark 6:3, as is the fact that Jesus
had sisters. The names Salome and Mary are from documents outside of Scripture,
so the names and number of Jesus’ sisters has less certainty, though the names and
number may be accurate.

e Of Jesus’ brothers, James is the one about whom the most is recorded, including John
12:17; 15:13; 21:18; 1 Corinthians 15:7; Galatians 1:19; 2:9, 12; James 1:1, Jude 1,
and in the writings of Josephus. An ossuary box from New Testament times has been
found with the inscription, “James (actually ‘Jacob’), son of Joseph, brother of Jesus”.
After careful investigation, and even a public trial, it appears to be genuinely that of
James, the brother of Jesus.
