The yod was usually written with a tiny horizontal line on the top left, an ornamental spur
added to some Hebrew letters. This decoration was called a kots, which means “thorn.”
In Greek kots was translated by the word keraia, literally, *horn,” which was in turn
rendered “tittle” by the translators of the King James Version. In Jesus’ day the kots was
not horizontal, as in printed modern scripts, but angled down and to the left like a
fishhook or the barb of a thorn - for this reason it was called a thorn in Hebrew.
