the Jews 5.275-289.

» They do this in four
places along the
walls making wide
access ramps up
to the walls, and
also dividing up
the defenders
into four places
along the walls
of Jerusalem.

« As recorded in
Wars of the Jews
5.261, Titus,
Nicanor & Josephus
walked all the way
around the outside
of Jerusalem.

& that didn’t happen. Later the Romans planned
to rebuild the temple, but the funding fell through.
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Jesus entered the temple and began to drive
out those who were selling, 46 saying to them,
"It is written, 'And My house shall be a house of
prayer, 'but you have made it a robbers’ den."
