The Jews would gather in Jerusalem &
vicinity in great numbers & carry on their
annual tradition, originating in the Law
of Moses (Exodus 12,13, 23, 29, 34).
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Everyone in Jerusalem
& the surrounding area

guests of the Jews
who lived there,
was going to be
preparing for the
Passover meal
that day.

The lambs would be
slaughtered by the
priests, starting at
noon, & the meal
itself begun right
after sundown.

Bitter herbs &
unleavened bread

were to be eaten
with the lamb.
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Therefore the chief priests and the Pharisees
convened a council, and were saying, "What are we
doing? For this man is performing many signs. 48 "If
we let Him go on like this, all men will believe in Him,
and the Romans will come and take away both our
place and our nation." 49 But one of them, Caiaphas,
who was high priest that year, said to them, "You
know nothing at all, 50 nor do you take into account
that it is expedient for you that one man die for the
people, and that the whole nation not perish." 51 Now
he did not say this on his own initiative, but being high
priest that year, he prophesied that Jesus was going
to die for the nation, 52 and not for the nation only,
but in order that He might also gather together into
one the children of God who are scattered abroad. 53
So from that day on they planned together to kill Him.

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The ‘Judas strategy’

» Judas was going to
work out a way for
the Jewish leaders
to arrest Jesus in a
place where the
huge mass of Jews
would not be seeing
or hearing about it
any time soon.

And the timing
would be ideal.

The vast majority
of the Jews would
be nodding off after
a big Passover
meal, eaten along
with four glasses

of diluted wine.

So a man carrying water would stand out, &
it would also make it less likely that Judas would
be able to determine the location of Jesus & the
disciples early — plus it was in ‘the city’.

But in the Jewish
culture of the time,
& especially being
hospitable to other
Jews, was a moral
imperative anyway.
