« Clement (40-100 AD), who was called the bishop of
the church of Rome, wrote a letter to the church in
Corinth (~96 AD) in an unbiblical exercise of authority
above another church (some speculate that he may be
the Clement of Philippians 4:3)

« Ignatius, who died a martyr, on dates given by
scholars varying from 98 to 117 AD, was called the
bishop of the church at Antioch. Writing to the church
at Smyrna, he said, “It is not permitted to baptize or
hold a love feast apart from the bishop”. Compare
Acts 8:36-39

« Marcion was anti-semitic, so his version
of the New Testament had, by editing &
