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Be diligent [an imperative, calling for an act of
will] to present yourself approved to God as a
workman who does not need to be ashamed,
accurately handling+ the word of truth.

+ Gk: orthotomeo: This Greek word, translated
‘accurately handling’ (KJV: ‘rightly dividing’),
had a well-understood meaning to those like

Paul the tentmaker and Timothy who very
likely assisted Paul in that trade, both of them
having walked many miles of Roman Road...
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
