* The exact location
of David’s tomb is
not apparent to us
today — at least not
at this point in time.

» But it was apparent
to the apostles & to
the Jews as of the
time that Peter is
speaking.

« The evidence then

available was clear
that David had been
& remained buried,
& that his body that
undergone decay in
the approximately
1000 years since
David had been
buried.
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God’s covenant with David

+ King David was
a prophet & a king
to whom God had
made a really,
really, long term
promise, impacting
the future of the
nation & people of

Israel, & the planet.

» So not only did God

make a really, really
big & important
promise to David,
but David was also
a prophet, speaking
& writing on God’s
behalf about Christ,
the Messiah.
