2) It had a graven
image, forbidden
by the Mosaic Law.

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"Whoever forces you to go one mile,
go with him two."

A Roman soldier could
force anyone else by

law to carry his military
equipment for one mile.

Jesus told the Israelites
to carry the soldier’s
equipment for another
mile beyond what was
required by Roman law.

Stauros, & the related family of words, was
considered such foul language that Roman

officials were allowed to use alternate wording
in handing down a sentence. Imagine: “I have
been crucified with Christ...” (Galatians 2:20)

< Abuse before crucifixion was
both unlimited & common.

» The condemned person was
typically stripped of clothing.

» Nailing was variable; anything
that hung the criminal up on
the cross to die was allowed.

» Since blood loss was typically
minimal, death could take days

» Unclaimed bodies were simply
dumped in a refuse area.
