30-35 AD, Peter played a major role in Jerusalem & its environs for all the events of Acts 1-8 

2
34-36 AD, Paul, after his conversion, came to Jerusalem, where he saw Peter, Acts 9:27 

3
38-39 AD, Paul, 3 years after his conversion, again visits Peter in Jerusalem, Galatians 1:18 

4
39-41 AD, Peter reluctantly goes to a Gentile, Cornelius, in Caesarea, with the Gospel, Acts 10 

5
44 AD, Peter is arrested in Jerusalem just before Herod Agrippa II dies, Acts 12 

6
49 AD, Peter is still in Jerusalem for the Council: he has nothing to say about any missionary journey to Rome or to Gentiles: Paul & Barnabas have much to say of their journeys 

7
52 AD, Whatever Jews were left in Rome were kicked out by Claudius, Acts 18:2 

8
58 AD, Paul writes the Epistle to the Romans: in Chapter 16, he greets over 25 individuals with no mention of Peter: unheard of if Peter were there, &    a disgrace were Peter the Bishop

9
60 AD, The Book of Acts ends with Paul under house arrest in Rome aided by Luke & Aristarchus, yet no mention of Peter 

10
60-62 AD, Paul under house arrest in Rome writes Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, & Philemon, & never mentions Peter in any way! Unbelievable had Peter been there &/or the Bishop of Rome

11
1 Peter 5:13, as many take it, refers metaphorically to Rome with the name, "Babylon"
.  Some, however, see this as a reference to other than Rome
  

12 Peter, per extrabiblical references, was crucified upside down in Rome, about 64-68 AD.
.   A number of scholars have taken the position that Peter was, in fact, in Rome for the last few years of his life

13 There is an extrabiblical tradition that Peter was in Antioch on the Orontes from 47-54 AD.  There is some support for this from Galatians 2:11, although there would need to be allowances for Peter to be in Jerusalem (6 above).  If so, that would further conflict with his presence in Rome during that time
