9. What was the thinking in Judaism (and the disciples) regards their         statement as to who sinned?

10. What did Jesus say was the reason this man was blind?

11.  In verse 4 & 5 Jesus indicates the reason for His timing and the point of this chapter. What is it? 

12. Why were the Jews so interested in who made this man to see?

13. Why were the man’s parents so timid with their answers to the Pharisees?

14.  In the Jewish system a person needed at least two witnesses to verify a miracle; can you find the three that are here? 

15.  In verses 27-33 where did this man’s spiritual intelligence come from?
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
