+ Lord of hosts: Isaiah likes this title for the
Lord; it could be translated “Lord of armies” or
“Lord of multitudes”; the Lord has innumerable
angels (Hebrews 12:22), plus the saved
Gentiles, Jews & the Church from up to the
start of the Millennium (Revelation 19:14,19),
plus the saved of the Jews & Gentiles from
the Millennium as well

+ all peoples: When we studied Isaiah 2:2-4,
we showed that “many peoples” was a term
equivalent to nations (= Gentiles; ethnos in
the Greek Old Testament); here Isaiah widens
that understanding of “peoples” to the farthest
limit: “all peoples”; Isaiah is being fully
inclusive here, which he will emphasize by
repeating the term in verse 7
