+ Isaiah, addressing the righteous people of
Israel (verses 15 & 16), says that they will
see Jesus Christ the Lord, their King in His
beautiful reign over a healed & restored
people & their long-promised land of Israel;

to see the Lord, then & we get to behold Him
in at least two more ways before that time

Beloved, now we are children of God, and it
has not appeared as yet what we will be.

+ We will see the Lord of Glory, there in the
heavenlies, in resurrected bodies like His;
Revelation records about 150 verses in the
heavenly scene, where we of the Church are
“painted” as continually worshipping the Lord
for who He is & what He has done
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Your eyes will see the King in His beauty;
they will behold a far-distant land+.

+ So what does this mean? Firstly, the “they”
refers to the “Your eyes” above: Isaiah is
saying that the people of Israel will see &
behold these things; Judah then & the nation
of Israel now, are pretty tiny nations; Isaiah

is telling them that at the time when the King
will reign (Jesus Christ our Savior), Israel's
land will be broad, so that they will able to
see the extent of Israel far, far away
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Your heart will meditate on terror: "Where is
he who counts? Where is he who weighs?
Where is he who counts the towers?"

+ This verse describes the memories of terror
under the forceful foreign armies & severe
occupation bureaucrats as they had under
Assyria in Isaiah’s day, who counted &
weighed everything as a basis for heavy &
painful taxation; archaeologists have found
ancient documentation regarding fearful
burdensome foreign taxation such as this;
even in our own era, fundamentalist Islam
has such a program in the Koran: “
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Your heart will meditate on terror: "Where is
he who counts? Where is he who weighs?
Where is he who counts the towers?"

+ The righteous of Israel, who will enter
into the time of the reign of Christ, will have
a huge appreciation for the freedom from
these nightmares of foreign occupation &
burdensome taxation; the contrast & relief
will be immense!
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You will no longer see a fierce people+, a
people of unintelligible speech which no one
comprehends, of a stammering tongue which
no one understands.

+ The fierce & oppressive heavy taxation &
occupational forces of Assyria were very real
in the day of Judah; that would make Isaiah’s
description of relief all the more real as well;
when Jesus Christ, their Messiah, would reign,
the oppresive & meticulous reign of the foreign
“counters” would come to an end

+ The Assyrians came in with a foreign tongue,
