* Psalm 22:1 begins,

He Himself: In the Hebrew, this is an
emphatic pronoun. The griefs Christ took
upon Himself were not approximately upon

Him nor just ‘sort of’ nor ‘more or less’!
Specifically Christ — He Himself — took our
sins (the ones for which each of us were due

the full penalty of them) upon Himself entirely

bore: This Hebrew word has the idea of ‘to lift
up or off”. Christ lifted off the griefs due us,
because of the mountainous debt of sins, &
took them upon Himself. He bore them upon

Himself instead of each of us bearing them.

carried: The Hebrew verb conveys ‘to
shoulder’. Christ ‘shouldered’ our sorrows.
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Surely our griefs He Himself bore, and

our sorrows He carried; yet we ourselves
esteemed Him stricken, smitten of God, and
afflicted.

yet we ourselves: Like “He Himself”, this is
an emphatic pronoun, which makes a sharp

contrast between what He (Christ) did, &
how we viewed (esteemed) Him as He
bore our griefs & carried our sorrows
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Surely our griefs He Himself bore, and

our sorrows He carried; yet we ourselves
esteemed Him stricken, smitten of God, and
afflicted.

stricken: This same Hebrew word is used
sixty times in Leviticus 13 & 14 for the heavy
impact of the disease of leprosy

smitten: This word pictures God as the one
striking, as if cursed & struck by God Himself

afflicted: The subjective sense of the burdens
& blows are conveyed by this word
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Surely our griefs He Himself bore, and

our sorrows He carried; yet we ourselves
esteemed Him stricken, smitten of God, and
afflicted.

Verse 4 pictures burdens & blows, & verse
5 shifts the picture to piercing & crushing
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But

pierced through: This means pierced to the
point of death — fatally. No minor cosmetic
body piercing intended here.

crushed: This word was used of someone
being trampled to death & enduring crushing
agonies ending in death.
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But He was pierced through for our
transgressions, He was crushed for our
iniquities; the chastening for our well-being
fell upon Him, and by His scourging we are
healed.

transgressions: These are deliberate & willful
sins against the Lord, crossing moral lines
which run counter to God's absolutely holy

& eternally moral character, as He revealed.

iniquities: These are actions stemming from
the bent & perverted human (i.e., sinful)
nature, the nature of each one since Adam.
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But He was pierced through for our
transgressions, He was crushed for our
iniquities; the chastening for our well-being

fell upon Him, and by His scourging we are
healed.

What is the last half of this verse saying?
He - Christ - took the punishment that we
well deserved upon Himself so that we could

be made spiritually well! He - Christ - took
the scourging that we fully deserved entirely
upon Himself so that we could be healed

There were few New Testament books when
Paul wrote 1 Corinthians, & considering that
Christ Himself spoke of what must take place

with Him according to “the Scriptures”
(Matthew 26:54,56; Luke 24:27-49), by
“Scriptures” Paul meant the Old Testament
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All of us like sheep have gone astray, each
of us has turned to his own way; but the Lord
has caused the iniquity of us all to fall on Him.

In this verse, “but” contrasts God's focused,
direct & amazingly gracious action with the
humans having gone astray & each one

having turned to his own way. What did He
do? God is the one responsible for causing
the iniquity of us all to fall on Jesus Christ,
by His most amazing grace!
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All of us like sheep have gone astray, each of
us has turned to his own way; but the Lord has
caused the iniquity of us all to fall on Him.

1 John 2:2

...and He Himself (Jesus Christ) is the
propitiation+ for our sins; and not for ours only,
but also for those of the whole world.

+ propitiation: The satisfaction of God's holy
character. Since God paid the price Himself
of His own initiative, He is not an angry God
satisfying His selfish rage, but a holy & loving
& gracious God paying the price Himself in
order to have relationship with each of us!
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"For God so loved the world, that He gave
His only begotten Son, that whoever believes
in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life.
17 "For God did not send the Son into the
world to judge the world, but that the world
might be saved through Him."

God did send His Son Jesus Christ into the
world to save those who would believe in
Him. Judgment will come one day for those

who do not believe, but God's Son was sent
to save, as Isaiah foretold seven centuries
in advance of the coming of Jesus Christ.
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
