as if the words were spoken from Jesus
Christ Himself — this is Christ speaking!

This will be true in the land of the people of
Israel, beginning in the time when Christ will
reign upon the earth.

land of Israel will be reversed in this
phenomenal rebuilding done by the people
of Israel — even the ancient ruins will be
restored.

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But you will be called the priests of the Lord;
you will be spoken of as ministers of our God.
You will eat the wealth of nations, and in their
riches you will boast.

The Gentiles (aka ‘nations’, ‘peoples’, or
‘foreigners’) will look to the people of Israel as
priests to God, in the sense that the Gentiles

will come through the people of Israel as the
means of approaching Jesus Christ, the
Messiah, who is fully God & a resurrected
human being, the first of the New Creation
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But you will be called the priests of the Lord;
you will be spoken of as ministers of our God.
You will eat the wealth of nations, and in their
riches you will boast.

The last half of verse 6 reinforces what we
saw in Isaiah chapter 60: the Gentiles - the

nations of the world — will abundantly support,
assist & provide for the people of Israel in the
coming time of Christ’s reign upon the earth.
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Instead of your shame you will have a double
portion, and instead of humiliation they will
shout for joy over their portion. Therefore they

will possess a double portion in their land,
everlasting joy will be theirs.

In the Law of Moses (Deuteronomy 21:17),
the eldest son received a double portion of
the inheritance, which was obviously the best

inheritance. That is what Isaiah is saying that
the people of Israel will receive at the time when
Christ reigns: abundance of the very best.
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
