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But | say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not
carry out the desire of the flesh.

What he is about to say in this verse is an
answer to the questions raised in the verses
before, being the God-intended means for

living out the “through love serve one another”
instead of the sin nature driven “biting and
devouring one another”. Paul said that the
answer would come one believer at a time.

This part of the verse is brief (actually just two
words in the Greek text!), but it is packed with
both life-changing significance for the present

& even with great significance beyond this
present life. The form of the two Greek words
translated ‘walk’ & ‘Spirit’ also has a depth of
meaning built into each word.
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But | say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not
carry out the desire of the flesh.

The word ‘walk’ is translated from the same
word Paul used for ‘walk’ in his other letters
(1 Corinthians 7:17; 2 Corinthians 5:7, etc.).

It is a Jewish manner of speaking (Genesis
16:1; Exodus 17:4; 18:20) that refers to the
individual, step by step patterning of one’s
daily life — moment by moment.
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But | say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not
carry out the desire of the flesh.

The Greek word translated ‘walk’ carries the
idea, “You must right now actively continue
to walk”. So what Paul is saying is that the
believers are to be living this out right now -

continuously. They have an active part in this
walking that Paul is calling for, but we’ll soon
see that their active part is to depend entirely
upon God’s provision for their lives.
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But | say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not
carry out the desire of the flesh.

The words ‘by the Spirit’ can be expanded to
convey ‘by means of the Spirit’. So putting all
the ideas together, Paul is getting across to

his readers, ‘you must right now continuously
pattern the steps of your lives by means of
the ongoing ministries of the Holy Spirit’.

Paul’s message here is emphatic! The Greek
word pair translated ‘not’ (ou me) is the most

extreme way to say it in the Greek language.

The point that Paul was conveying to them
was, “not the slightest chance!’, or ‘not even
the remoftest possibility’, or ‘there is no way’!

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But in view of the critical issues before you, I,
Paul - an apostle — say to you all, in view of
your position in Christ, and the motivation of
God’s grace & His intent to empower your
every step, you must all right now continually
walk by means of the the multiple ministries of
the Holy Spirit, who indwells you all. And as a
consequence of your walking by means of the
Spirit, each one who is doing so will not be
carrying out in the course of life the corrupt
desire of the sin nature as expressed in and
through your fleshly body.
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For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit,
and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in
opposition to one another, so that you may not
do the things that you please.

The flesh, as we have said, is the sin nature
expressed through our physical bodies. The
Spirit is the Holy Spirit of God, Who indwells

every single member of the body of Christ -
each of us who has believed in Christ for
salvation - all the time.
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For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit,
and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in
opposition to one another, so that you may not
do the things that you please.

As a believer in Christ, you have an ongoing
passionate internal opposition of two spiritual
entities within yourself that the unbeliever
does not have!

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For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit,
and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in
opposition to one another, so that you may not
do the things that you please.

We never stand outside of walking by means
of the Spirit, or the flesh, & simply choose to
carry out an action or not to carry out an

action. All of our spiritual choices are made
within our walking by means of the Spirit or
walking by means of the flesh, whether or
not we recognize them or are aware of them.
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For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit,
and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in
opposition to one another, so that you may not
do the things that you please.

While the letters in the New Testament say
to do or not do a great many things, & all
of these instructions are important, the first

priority for us is not in willing the doing or not
doing of these things, but with grace as our
motive, & to be enabled, empowered, &
energized by means of the Holy Spirit.
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But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not
under the Law.

From Galatians chapter 3 to chapter 6, the
person & ministry of the Holy Spirit has been
& will be a key theme. And from chapter 1 to

chapter 6, the Law has been & will be a key
theme. Here Paul presents a pivotal principle
regarding the Spirit & the Law.
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But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not
under the Law.

First, the ‘if’ here is assumed to be true, so
it is true for believers. Though he used ‘if to
include his readers in the thought process,

he assumed that it was indeed the case —
he was not doubting that they were led by
the Spirit nor asking them to doubt it.
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But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not
under the Law.

This verse is not an exhortation, but a
statement of fact regarding our eternal
position in Christ. It is a logical ‘if — ‘then’

statement regarding every believer here!
If you, as a believer, are led by the Spirit
(& you are), then you are not under Law.
No law, in part or otherwise — none! Zip!
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But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not
under the Law.

Notice something else here: the Spirit of God
always leads every single believer, but we are
not forced to follow His leading. He is not the

Holy Slavedriver. And neither does the Holy
Spirit work through Law or place us under
Law. The Holy Spirit needs no Law to help
in the process of leading us.
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» Paul has said (vs.
16) that if we walk
by means of the
Spirit, that we
absolutely & 100%
will not walk by
means of the flesh.

» They are mutually
exclusive —it’s just
one or the other.

The leading of the
Holy Spirit totally
excludes the Law.
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For the flesh, which is the sin nature as
expressed through the body, sets its desire
passionately against the Holy Spirit, and the
Holy Spirit likewise sets His desire passionately
against the flesh; for the Holy Spirit and the
flesh are by fundamental character in locked
opposition to one another, so that you may
not simply will to do the things that you might
desire to do. 18 But if you are led by the Spirit,
and it is assumed that you are for the sake of
drawing a logical conclusion, then you are
categorically not under the Law nor any
principle of law.
