Jesus Abolished and Changed the Law!  

Does the New Testament contradict itself?

Matthew 5:17-19 (NASU)
“Do not think that I came to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I did not come to abolish   but to fulfill. 18 "For truly I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter or stroke shall pass from the Law until all is accomplished. 19 Whoever then annuls one of the least of these commandments, and teaches others to do the same, shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever keeps and teaches them, he shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.”

Romans 10:4 (NASU)

For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes.

Ephesians 2:14-16 (NASU)

For He [Christ] Himself is our peace, who made both groups into one and broke down the barrier of the dividing wall, 15 by abolishing in His flesh the enmity, which is the Law of commandments contained in ordinances, so that in Himself He might make the two into one new man, thus establishing peace, 16 and might reconcile them both in one body to God through the cross, by it having put to death the enmity.

Hebrew 7:11-16 (NASU)

Now if perfection was through the Levitical priesthood (for on the basis of it the people received the Law), what further need was there for another priest to arise according to the order of Melchizedek, and not be designated according to the order of Aaron? 12 For when the priesthood is changed, of necessity there takes place a change of law also. 13 For the one concerning whom these things are spoken belongs to another tribe, from which no one has officiated at the altar. 14 For it is evident that our Lord was descended from Judah, a tribe with reference to which Moses spoke nothing concerning priests. 15 And this is clearer still, if another priest arises according to the likeness of Melchizedek, 16 who has become such not on the basis of a law of physical requirement, but according to the power of an indestructible life. 17 For it is attested of Him, "You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek." 18 For, on the one hand, there is a setting aside of a former commandment because of its weakness and uselessness.

So what on earth & in heaven is going on??!!

How is it that Christ can say that He has not come for the purpose of abolishing the Law, nor of making anything pass from the Law, nor of annulling the Law, assuring us that the Law would remain in force unchanged, and then turn right around in a matter of a couple of years and do exactly those things He said He did not come to do!?

The short answer to the above is that Christ was speaking as the King of the Jews, to Jews, in the land promised to the Jews, about the Law of Moses given to the Jews, regarding the anticipation of and the duration of the coming kingdom of the Jews.  But Christ abolished, changed, and set aside the Law of Moses with respect to the Church on the cross, before the Church began (in Acts 2).  The Church, seated with Christ (Ephesians 2:6), has its citizenship in heaven (Philippians 3:20), has died to the Law (Galatians 7:1-6) and is not under Law at all, but under the reigning Principle of Grace (Romans 5:21; 6:14).
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
