The ‘if herein verse
6 conveys that it
will most likely

be true of each
individual believer:

...if we ‘hold fast’
(‘stay the course’;
Hebrews 3:14) our
confidence & hope
in Christ to the end.
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Confidence & hope
in absolute certainty

« We have absolute
certainty in our
confidence,
because the
confidence is
not in ourselves,
but in an absolutely
trustworthy God
who has revealed
absolute truth.

And we have a
certain & absolutely
fixed & unshakable
hope in Christ the
Lord.

This is not an ‘I
hope so’ kind of
hope, but a hope-
fulness grounded
in total certainty.
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Does it depend on who you think
you are or who you think Christ is?
