» There are a pair of
words in the New
Testament, ou me,
that mean literally
‘not not’, but carry
the meaning ‘not
the slightest chance’
or ‘absolutely not’.



[image: image5.png]John 10:28, 29 expanded and explained

Jesus is therefore saying that eternal life is
something He gives constantly to His sheep,
and that there is not even the slightest chance
that they can lose that eternal life so as to
perish in hell, even of their own doing, and no
other outside entity can remove those sheep,
those to whom He constantly gives life, from
His hand. The saving work of Jesus Christ is
therefore continually giving us eternal life that
cannot be lost of our own doing, nor by that of
another. Verse 29 even takes that one step
further, with Christ saying that His sheep were
given to Him by the Father, and they cannot
be taken out of the Father’s hand either.
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Make sure that your character is free from

the love of money, being content with what
you have; for He Himself has said, "l will never
[ou me] desert you, nor fou me] will | ever

forsake you,"

In the above verse, the same word pair that is

in John 10:28 (ou me), shows up twice, as ifto
tell us, there is not even the slightest chance &
not even remotely that He will ever leave us or
forsake us. Itis a double emphatic negation.

To the church of God which is at Corinth,

to those who have been sanctified [perfect
tense] in Christ Jesus, saints by calling, with
all who in every place call on the name of
our Lord Jesus Christ, their Lord and ours:

This was a church that was fleshly, guilty
of tolerating sins that not even the pagans
approved of, & some had sinned so badly
that they died. But Paul wrote that they
were sanctified - set apart and made holy —
in their eternal position, in the perfect tense.
