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Sacrifices for the high priest’s sins

¢ One reason that

the sacrifices done
by the high priests
didn’t get it done is
because the high
priests themselves
were not sinless —
so they had to first
offer a sacrifice

for their own sins.

really dealing with
their own sins, nor
their sin natures,
which generated
the sins.
