John 18:25-40
When we take all of the Gospels together, we find that Jesus actually had seven trials that night
:

1) Annas: John 18:12-14, 19-23
2) Caiaphas: Matthew 27:57, 58-68; Mark 14:53, 55-65; Luke 22: 54, 63-65; John 18:24
3) Sanhedrin: Matthew 27:1; Mark 15:1; Luke 22:66-71
4) Pilate: Matthew 27:2, 11-14; Mark 15:1b-5; Luke 23:1-5; John:18:28-38
5) Herod: Luke 23:6-12

6) Pilate: Matthew 27:15-23; Mark 15:6-14; Luke 23:13-22; John 18:39-19:6
7) Pilate & the Crowd: Matthew 27:24-31; Mark 15:15-20; Luke 23:23-25; John 19:7-16 
Peter, having been allowed entrance into the house of Annas because of John, is in the courtyard of the high priest, Caiaphas, while Jesus is being interrogated.  The account in Matthew 26:57-75 provides more detail on the events and proceedings summarized by John in this passage (John 18:25-27).  But see page 4 for the text of Peter’s denials from all four gospels, side by side.   
John 18:25-27
Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. So they said to him, "You are not also one of His disciples, are you?" He denied it, and said, "I am not." 26 One of the slaves of the high priest, being a relative of the one whose ear Peter cut off, said, "Did I not see you in the garden with Him?" 27 Peter then denied it again, and immediately a rooster crowed. 
See the last page of this handout regarding all the passages in which Peter denies Christ, which the author numbers as seven.  It is likely that some of these are actually the same event, and we have cautioned that the location of the house of Caiaphas is debated.  But the presentation is interesting to review and consider, nonetheless.
Once we look at the full record of the gospels, we see that Peter denied Christ in both the houses of Annas and Caiaphas.  John was the one, being recognized by the household servants, who was able to have Peter admitted into the house of Annas (John 18:15),    and possibly also into the house of Caiaphas, though that is not explicitly stated.  
We will see how the Lord restored Peter to His service when we get to John 21:15-33, after the resurrection.  As noted above, John’s account of the trials of Christ, while true, must be harmonized with the other three gospels to gain the most complete record of the trials of Jesus.               

John 18:28-32
Then they led Jesus from Caiaphas into the Praetorium, and it was early; and they themselves did not enter into the Praetorium so that they would not be defiled, but might eat the Passover. 29 Therefore Pilate went out to them and said, "What accusation do you bring against this Man?" 30 They answered and said to him, "If this Man were not an evildoer, we would not have delivered Him to you." 31 So Pilate said to them, "Take Him yourselves, and judge Him according to your law." The Jews said to him, "We are not permitted to put anyone to death," 32 to fulfill the word of Jesus which He spoke, signifying by what kind of death He was about to die. 

The Praetorium is the palace of Pontius Pilate (Mark 15:16).  What is recorded in John 18:28-38 is the first time Jesus was brought before Pilate after his trial before Caiaphas and the Sanhedrin, starting about 6 AM.  The Jews would not enter the Praetorium, since it was still Passover that day, and it would be Sabbath and the Feast of Unleavened Bread by sundown.  Entering the Praetorium would defile them and make them ineligible to participate in the Mosaic Feasts.        
Pilate appropriately asked what accusation the leaders of the Jews were bringing against Jesus.  The leaders of the Jews could not bring a specific charge, but simply said that Jesus was an evildoer.  

On Pilate’s attempt to put Jesus back in their court, the Jews said that they were not allowed to put anyone to death, which was true (though they sometimes did so anyway: 

Acts 8:58-60).  Matthew 20:19 and Mark 10:33 record what Jesus had said that was being fulfilled in verses 31 and 32 above, that He would be crucified by the Gentiles.   

John 18:33-40
Therefore Pilate entered again into the Praetorium, and summoned Jesus and said to Him, "Are You the King of the Jews?" 34 Jesus answered, "Are you saying this on your own initiative, or did others tell you about Me?"  35 Pilate answered, "I am not       a Jew, am I? Your own nation and the chief priests delivered You to me; what have You done?" 36 Jesus answered, "My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this world, then My servants would be fighting so that I would not be handed over to the Jews; but as it is, My kingdom is not of this realm."  37 Therefore Pilate said to Him, "So You are a king?" Jesus answered, "You say correctly that I am a king. For this I have been born, and for this I have come into the world, to testify to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice."  38 Pilate said to Him, "What is truth?" 
And when he had said this, he went out again to the Jews and said to them, "I find no guilt in Him. 39 "But you have a custom that I release someone for you at the Passover; do you wish then that I release for you the King of the Jews?" 40 So they cried out again, saying, "Not this Man, but Barabbas." Now Barabbas was a robber.
Pilate’s opening question was, “Are you the King of the Jews?”  Jesus responds by asking if Pilate was saying this on his own initiative or because others had said it.  Pilate responds by asking, I am not a Jew, am I?”, then, “What have you done?”  
Jesus says that His kingdom is not of this world, as evidenced by His servants not fighting to keep Him from being arrested.
Pilate asks, “So you are a king?”  Jesus answers affirmatively, even that He was born a king (Matthew 2:2).  But He quickly turns to telling Pilate that He has come into the world to testify to the truth, and that those who are of the truth hear His voice.  To that Pilate asks, “What is truth?”        

Pilate, saying that he found no guilt in Jesus, offered to let Jesus free according to a Passover custom.  Instead the Jews demanded that Pilate release Barrabas the robber.
