

Christ In You and You In Christ
Introduction:

Over the next 9 months we are going to discuss three basic fundamental Christian principles:

1. Christ In You and You In Christ

2. The Principles of Position and of Condition

3. Grace

All of these principles must be incorporated into one’s heart in order for us to have a walk that is consistent with our salvation and New Life. You will find that as we progress we will be explaining aspects of all three principles, but we do intent to focus of each one individually.
The first principle “Christ in You and You In Christ” is at once something that is very difficult to explain; especially without at least a cursory look at position and condition. 


How would you describe what “IN” Christ means?


This word in is used in various forms 120 times or so in the New 
Testament.

Primary preposition denoting fixed position in place, time, or state in a relationship of rest.

The word of God describes human beings as being either in Adam or In Christ. 
. 1 Cor 15:22 For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive (ASV)
· Every human is conceived and born in Adam.

· Every human being is born dead (separated from life and God)

· One must find his way out of Adam and into Christ for life.

· Most believers see their sins forgiven and know that they have life but they do not know the truths regards being in Adam or being in Christ.
"There are vast numbers who profess to believe in the atoning virtue of the death of the Lord Jesus, but who do not see ought therein beyond the forgiveness of their sins. They do not as yet see the crucifixion, death, and burial of the sinner–the entire displacement of the old system of things belonging to their first-Adam position; in a word, their perfect identification with their risen and ascended Lord." -C.H.M. Hungry Heart 12/31
"'When I see the Blood, I will pass over you' (Exodus 12:13). The Blood shelters from the Judge, but there is no rest there. In this state, the believer is like a man in a lifeboat: he is rescued, but still in the place where the danger is; he would like to get to shore. He is safe, but not clear of the power of the enemy, not clear of Pharaoh and the Egyptians. That is really where most Christians are today." -J.B.S. Hungry Heart 12/31
Let’s ask, then, what it would mean to be in Adam?
Our study therefore will discuss who Adam was and is and what every human’s relationship to him is.

We are going to try and answer a multitude of questions:
Why did God create Adam?

What where the principles God incorporated into Adam and His creation?

What is the principle of reproduction?

Why is a study of Adam so important to me now?

What is every man’s and my relationship to Adam?

We will also ask:

Why did the Second Person of the Trinity come to earth as a man?

What principles were incorporated into Christ and His creation?
What is the principle of reproduction as it relates to Christ?

Why is a Study of Christ so important to me now?

What is every man’s and my relationship to Christ?

We will have to discuss the issue of sin and its consequences.
Why am I condemned when it was Adam who sinned?

Have you ever considered that there may be differences between sins that you commit and a principle of sin itself?
What is death and is it a reigning principle?

What is the concept of a representative men or federal head of a race?

What was the purpose of The Law? 

Is the purpose of the Law still relevant today?

Did Christ do more than just die to pay the penalty for my sins?

If He did then what do the consequences mean to me?

Should I be water baptized?

When Jesus told the disciples that the World would hate them, what did He mean?

When the Word tells me that I was crucified with Christ, what does that mean?

What is an “Old Man”? Do I have one?

If I am in Christ, how should that affect me?

The term “Identification” Truth is seldom understood in today’s theological dialog. To be honest, it is relatively new to the discussion, when one considers that Christianity has been around for 2000 years with its salvation by faith in the Person and work of Christ, identification was only explained and expanded in the early 1800’s. It has always been in the Bible, but it has not been examined as it has been in the last 200 years or so.
John Nelson Darby
It was some 350 years after the truths of substitution and new birth were reaffirmed through Luther, that God restored the truths of identification and growth. Foundational and far-reaching as the Reformation was, it proved to be but the ground-work for the vast array of growth and related truths that God made available through another unknown, one John Nelson Darby (1800–1882).

A lawyer, Darby withdrew from the bar early in his promising career, responding to a higher calling. Two years after his subsequent ordination, he resigned his curacy in the liberal Irish Anglican Church, as a result of its low spiritual condition. Knowing better than to try to reform what he considered to be the “ruined” Church, he set out to make all things new - “New Testament.” Listed below are some of the vital doctrines that have been formulated and/or clarified by Darby:

Identification And Related Truths
· Our full assurance of salvation, and unconditional eternal security ; 
· our complete acceptance by the Father in His Beloved and Eternal Son; 
· the Church as the Body of Christ; 
· the distinction between Israel and the Church , and therefore between Law and Grace ; 
· the basic dispensations in the rightly-divided Word; 
· the pre-tribulational , premillennial Rapture of the Church;
·  much light on prophecy ; 
· our identification with Christ in His death unto sin, His burial, resurrection and ascension; 
· our deliverance from the reign of sin and the old man in Romans Six; 
· our freedom from the principle of law, via Romans Six through Eight; 
· our position in the glorified Lord at the Father’s right hand; and 
· God’s purpose to conform us to the image of His Son.

Some scriptures that refer to “in Christ”:

Romans 8:9-119 However, you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. But if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him.
10 If Christ is in you, though the body is dead because of sin, yet the spirit is alive because of righteousness.
11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.

1 Cor. 3:1 And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual men, but as to men of flesh, as to infants in Christ.

1 Cor. 4:15 & 17 For if you were to have countless tutors in Christ, yet you would not have many fathers, for in Christ Jesus I became your father through the gospel.

17. For this reason I have sent to you Timothy, who is my beloved and faithful child in the Lord, and he will remind you of my ways which are in Christ, just as I teach everywhere in every church.

2 Cor. 13:5 Test yourselves to see if you are in the faith; examine yourselves! Or do you not recognize this about yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you—unless indeed you fail the test?

Phil. 4:21 Greet every saint in Christ Jesus. The brethren who are with me greet you.

Col. 1:2 To the saints and faithful brethren in Christ who are at Colossae: Grace to you and peace from God our Father.

Col 1:27 to whom God willed to make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.

From the introduction to “None But The Hungry Heart”:

I had to see about some work being done the other day, and was asking the contractor how much it would cost. 'It won't cost very much,' said he, 'because we can use all the old material.' Now that is precisely what God could not do. There must be a new start altogether with new material. God rejects the old material altogether and begins entirely anew, and the one who is born again begins to learn the true character of the old material--i.e. all that he is as a child of Adam and a man in the flesh--and to be as dissatisfied with it as God is. You may see this in Job and Saul of Tarsus. One of them said, "I abhor myself," and the other said, "I know that in me (that is, in my flesh) dwelleth no good thing." Such language as this is the mark of one born again. He identifies himself with that new "inward man" which is of God, and he judges everything of a contrary nature to be sin. In itself this is not a happy experience. It is not very pleasant for one who has been self-sustained and self-satisfied in a moral and religious life to find that there is not one bit of good in him. Some may discover this by a single flash of divine light, as in the case of Saul of Tarsus, and others may have years of struggling and disappointment before they learn it, but it must, and will, be learned sooner or later by every one that is born again.
You might be very well up in the doctrine of deliverance (Gal 2:20), and yet all the time be secretly attempting to correct and improve yourself, and suffering a good deal of private vexation and disappointment on account of the failure of your attempts. I know how long I struggled on in this way myself, praying and striving to be more holy and Christ-like, and continually disappointed with the result. I do not think that it ever occurred to me in those days that I was trying to improve the man whom God had set aside. It was at a moment when I was utterly discouraged, and ready to give up the whole thing in complete despair, that God showed me how I was attempting to work upon the old material which He could only condemn, and that my disgust and despair as to myself were only a feeble echo of His. I shall never forget the joy of finding out that in the depth of my disgust with myself I was thoroughly at one with God. God had ceased to look for any good in me and had Christ before Him, the perfect and infinitely acceptable Object of His heart; and I, in my nothingness, had ceased to look for good in myself, and was tasting the deep joy of being in CHRIST, and free to have Him as my Object; while, as to life, I entered in some degree into the blessedness of knowing that it was "not I, but Christ lives in me."

When the class is completed, our prayer is that these principles will be understood and believed to the extent that your viewpoint will be changed.
